Round off your stock and mark it
out, you can use your existing
centre the one that came with your
lathe to get the measurements from
or do it by eye, you can bring the
tailstock up to try the size now and
then to see that it fits.

Turn your mores taper first thickest
end near to the chuck, check for

sizes, and then start to make your
spigot, the bearing is 7mm and you
will want another 4 or 5mm past the
bearing, take the spigot down to
8mm or to the size of your bearing.

8 mm, go sl owooand
much check fit often to make sure
you will get a good tight fit. The
same thing goes for the outside of
the bearing on the adapter side,
make this 22mm and again check
often the spigot hole inside can be
just that fraction bigger, the adapter
body does not want to be to tight a
fit as you will need to be able to

change adapter bodies with others if

you make them

| find the cone adapter body good
for holding hollow vessels, and
sometimes boxes, the shape of
these is mainly down to you and
what you will be using them for.
